2026 FULBRIGHT JUNIOR RESEARCH SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

The Thailand-United States Educational Foundation (TUSEF/Fulbright Thailand), in partnership
with the National Research Council of Thailand (NRCT), is pleased to announce its annual
competition for the Fulbright Junior Research Scholarship (JRS) Program. This program offers
up to five (5) grants to Thai doctoral students to gain research experience in the United States
as part of their dissertation requirements during the 2026 academic year. The grant period must
begin no earlier than September 1, 2026, and no later than mid-February 2027. There are two
grant categories as follow.

General Doctoral Students (2 Grants): for Thai doctoral students enrolled in accredited Thai
universities for six (6) months. Fulbright support includes 1) round-trip international airfare, 2)
monthly stipend, 3) in-transit allowance, and 4) other benefits such as ASPE health insurance,
J-1visa fee exemption, and participation in enrichment activities in both Thailand and the U.S.

RGJ/RRI Program Students (3 Grants): for Thai doctoral students under the Royal Golden Jubilee
(RGIJ) or Research and Researchers for Industries (RRI) programs for six (6) to twelve (12) months.
The NRCT will be the primary sponsor. Fulbright support includes 1) supplemental monthly
stipend up to six months, 2) in-transit allowance, and 3) other benefits such as ASPE health
insurance, J-1 visa fee exemption, and participation in enrichment activities in both Thailand
and the U.S.

Important Note: Grantees under the JRS Program must begin their grant under a DS-2019 form
issued by the Institute of International Education (lIE).

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

e be a Thai citizen in good health. Individuals with dual US. citizenship or U.S. permanent
resident status are not eligible.

e be a doctoral student enrolled in an accredited Thai university, or a doctoral student under
the RGCJ or RRI programes.

e be physically present in Thailand at the time of the interview and orientation.

» have completed all coursework and passed the qualifying examination.

e demonstrate strong academic performance, with a minimum GPA of 3.5 at the master's
degree level.

« have an appropriate research plan to undertake the proposed project, and obtain approval
from their home university's doctoral program.

+ have the concurrence of the home university doctoral program.

« obtain an official letter of invitation from a U.S. host institution.

s meet the minimum English proficiency requirement: TOEFL iBT: at least 71, TOEFL ITP: at
least 525, or CU-TEP: at least 75.

e be able to take a leave of absence from their home institution for the duration of the grant.

« not have spent more than 6 months in the U.S. during the past 5 years, and not have held a
U.S. J-1visa within the past 2 years (24 months) as of the application deadline.

OTHER CRITERIA:
e be able to fully participate in all activities organized by the Foundation, including the

Preliminary Orientation and the Pre-departure Orientation Program in June 2026.
e applicants currently working for the U.S. Embassy or related agencies are advised to contact
Fulbright Thailand prior to submitting an application.

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2026 FULBRIGHT THAI VISITING SCHOLAR PROGRAM

The Thailand - United States Educational Foundation (TUSEF/Fulbright Thailand) is pleased
to announces its annual competition for the Fulbright Thai Visiting Scholar (TVS) Program.
The program offers up to three (3) grants to senior Thai scholars currently working at
accredited Thai universities or research institutions to lecture, conduct research or undertake
special academic-related projects in the United States during the 2026 academic year for a
period of 3 — 6 months. The grant period must begin no earlier than September 1, 2026, and
no later than mid-February 2027.

The award benefits include 1) round-trip international airfare, 2) monthly stipend, 3)
professional development allowance, 4) settling-in allowance, and 5) other benefits such as
ASPE health insurance, J-1 visa fee exemption, and participation in enrichment activities in
both Thailand and the U.S. An additional allowance will be provided for eligible dependents
(legal spouse and children under 21 years) who accompany the scholar full-time for the entire
grant period.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:
« be a Thai citizen in good health aged no more than 55 years at the time of application.

Individuals with dual U.S. citizenship or U.S. permanent resident status are not eligible.

e be physically present in Thailand at the time of the interview and orientation.

* hold a doctoral degree in a relevant academic field.

« demonstrate strong English proficiency, both spoken and written.

e be currently employed as a lecturer, professor, or researcher at an accredited Thai
university or research institution, with at least 10 years (120 months) of full-time
experience by the application deadline. Note: Periods of study or non-employment
(e.g., as a student) are not counted toward this requirement.

« obtain an official letter of invitation from a U.S. host institution.

* be able to take leave from their home institution for the duration of the grant.

« have not spent more than & months in the U.S. during the past 3 years, and not held a
U.S. J-1 visa within the past 2 years (24 months) as of the application deadline.

« not have received a Fulbright grant for lecturing or research in the U.S. within the past
5 years.

OTHER CRITERIA:

e be able to fully participate in all activities organized by the Foundation, including the
Preliminary Orientation and the Pre-departure Orientation Program in June 2026.

e be willing to serve as a resource person and cultural ambassador in the United States,
such as by giving lectures or fulfilling other roles as requested by the host institution or
community.
